ARTICLE VII
AMENDMENTS

A proposal to amend the Constitution must be submitted to the Section Secretary in a
written petition signed by not less than fifteen (15) Subscribing Members of the
Section.

The ballots shall be
counted by three tellers, one of whom shall be a member of the Section Board of
Directors and all of whom shall have been elected at the-stated Section Board of
Directors meeting at which the proposed changes were approved for balloting. For the
proposed amendments to receive approval they shall receive an affirmative vote of not
less that two-thirds of the Subscribing Members voting and the approval of the ASCE
Council of Vice Presidents.

No part of the net earnings of the Section shall inure to the benefit of any private
shareholder or individual and no substantial part of the activities of the Section shall be

ARTICLE |
FISCAL YEAR AND DUES

The Fiscal Y ear for the Sacramento Section shall begin on October 1 and end on
September 30 of the following year.

The annual dues for Subscribing members of the Sacramento Section shall be payable
in advance of January 1* and shall be as follows, except as otherwise provided:

ARTICLE I

Shall request approval of the budget at the fourth quarterly
meeting, shall audit the financial records of the Treasurer, and shall recommend to the
Board of Directors the segregation and investment of special funds and trusts. In
addition, the Committee may audit the books of any Committee or subsidiary
organization

The Committee on History and Heritage and Programs shall be responsible for 1) the
continuous assemblage and orderly preservation of the records produced by the
Section and 2) all arrangements for the Annual Membership meeting, commemorative
events and other significant events. As a general guide to the Committee, the
following recommendations outline the duties:
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A. Receive from the former Chair and maintain custody of all historical records of
the Section except files of minutes and Committee reports which files are
maintained by the Secretary.

B. Assemble, bind, index, and deliver to the Secretary, for safe keeping and
reference, the previous year's minutes of Section meetings, minutes of Board
meetings and Committee reports.

C. Assemble, file and index such other records and historical material as is
produced in connection with the activities of the section.

D. Make suitable record of undocumented activities of the Section.

Section 5 The Committee on Legislation assists in the representation of the Sacramento Section,
at the regional council level. The Committee's purpose is to study legislative and
Board of Registration matters and to establish a position to be taken by the regional
council. The Committee Chair reports to the membership at large on the details of
bills before the Legislature. Any chair recommendations or actions shall require
Section Board of Directors approval.

Section 6 The Committee on Membership shall stimulate and assist new and continued
membership and the upgrading of members, distribute application forms and
information material, and encourage participation in Section affairs by new members
and newcomers. The Committee is expected to encourage the upgrading of eligible
members to higher grades and to make early contacts with members of the Society
newly arrived in the area.

Section 7 The Committee on Professional Conduct shall review and investigate complaints of
unprofessional conduct. The Committee prepares reports and recommendations to
the Section on matters coming before it. These are transmitted to Society
Headquarters for action by the Board of Direction of the Society. The Committee
makes no search for cases of unprofessional conduct, acting only on cases brought to
its attention.

Section 8 The Committee on Professional Objectives and Awards shall advise the Board on
nominations of engineering projects and candidates for award of medals, prizes,
fellowships and memorials and maintain records on all advice provided.

Section 9 The Committee on Public Relations and Publications shall review all matters involving
public relations and report to the Section before action in taken. The Committee is
expected: to exercise initiative in obtaining general recognition of the contribution of
civil engineers to the community both as to their professional accomplishments and
civic activities; to study the feasibility of Section participation in civic activities and

recommend active participation of individual members; and to seek opportunities to
inform the general public, utilizing available resources of the membership. The
Committee shall edit the Section newsletter publication and program announcements.

The Committee of Past Presidents shall consist of all Past Section Presidents and the
Younger Member Forum Junior Past President who are Subscribing Members. It will
responsibly advise and guide the Section Board of Directors, on matters affecting the
relation of the Section to other Sections and to national affairs of the Society, and on
such other matters as may be referred or delegated to it by the Section Board of
Directors. The Committee Chair shall be the most recent Past Section President that is
available to serve.

The Board of Trustees of the Joe Gross Memorial Loan Fund and Alfred R. Golze
Memorial Scholarship Fund shall manage the student loan fund and scholarship fund,
and shall consist of five Subscribing Members, one of which is a Younger Member at
the time of appointment, and shall serve five-year sequential terms. The Board of
Directors shall appoint one Trustee in July of each year. The Board of Trustees of
the Joe Gross Loan Memorial Fund and Alfred R. Golze Memorial Scholarship Fund
shall manage the student loan fund and scholarship fund, and shall consist of five
Subscribing Members, one of which is a Younger-Member at the time of appointment,
and shall serve five year sequential terms The most senior member is the Chair.

ARTICLE V
REPORTS

All Board of Direction officers and the Chair of each standing Committee shall render
written reports of their official activities at the end of the Section fiscal Year and at
such other times as required.

The minutes of meetings of the Section Board of Direction and reports of officers and

committees of the Section shall be indexed and bound annually by the Section
Secretary.

ARTICLE VI
GENERAL ADMINISTRATIVE POLICIES

Matters involving the public relations of the Section should not be acted on without a
report and recommendation of the Committee on Public Relations and Publications and
will not be called up for action prior to the next succeeding meeting of the Section
Board of Directors except on a showing of urgent necessity and by unanimous consent
of the members present. The Section will not participate in the election of candidates
for political office.

A copy of the minutes of each quarterly Section Board meeting shall be furnished to
the Board of Directors, Committee Chairs and Board of Trustees within four weeks
following the Board meeting. If no errors or omissions are charged, the President is
authorized to approve them. An agenda and material to be considered at the next
quarterly Section Board meeting shall be mailed at least two weeks prior to that date.

The Section Secretary shall maintain special records of those customs and usage’s of
the Section which may, from time-to-time, be accepted as especially appropriate to the
objectives of the Section.

The Board of Directors may hire and compensate an Executive Secretary to assist in
performing the secretarial duties. The Executive Secretary shall be supervised by the
Secretary and shall provide services as outlined in a contract executed by the Board of
Directors.

All motions requiring reference to any committee or relating to important policies shall
be submitted in writing.

Twenty Subscribing Members shall constitute a quorum at general membership
meetings for all business and a majority vote shall govern, unless otherwise provided.
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
